Prices are $28 for general audiences, $20 for 
students, $55 for VIP (limited quantities), and $22 for virtual tickets.  

Doors open 45 minutes prior to the top of the show and will include a thirty-minute pre-show 
that includes live performances from CaZo Dance Theatre’s Apprentice and Pre-Core members 
along with introductory confessionals that are sure to leave you in stitches. 

“Three years into this show, we’ve found a natural footing,” says Borzillo. “Because of that, 
season three is set to become one of our best shows in our 10-year history.”
